Zargawi, this is when Zargawi was alive he said, he couldn’t take
the fierce fire from the mujahideens on the grounds.

The Americans are to begin are heavily armed from
head to toe in kilograms, where mujahideen are light weight and
have only a gun with them.

The mujahideen have so much spirit in
them that Americans are scared even from their own planes, that
they think that they’re not their own.
